Some of the themes to be considered will be domestic violence and the abuse of power, discrimination in girls’ pageants, the distortion of reality through the media, and the supernatural.  This section will be taught primarily in Spanish.  Enrollment is restricted to students concurrently enrolled in ESOL courses 1810 or 1510.
